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NEBOSH National General Certificate 

 
 
The NEBOSH National General Certificate (NGC) is 
intended for managers, supervisors and staff from all types 
of organisations who need a broad understanding of health 
and safety issues. The NGC is also suitable as a first step on 
a career in health and safety. It provides a valuable 
overview, and is a sound basis for further professional 
study. 
 
Entry Qualifications 
No formal qualifications are required but candidates must 
have a reasonable standard of written English. 
 

Course Content 
The syllabus comprises three units that are separately 
assessed by examination. 
Unit NGC1 Management of health and safety 
Unit NGC2 Controlling workplace hazards 
Unit NGC3 Health and Safety Practical Application 
 
Distance-learning programme 
ATM Safety & Environment runs a distance learning 
programme for UK students that includes course materials, 
a revision tutorial, the practical and the examinations.  For 
overseas students ATM provides the course materials only 
and students take the written examinations at a British 
Council Office and the practical in their own workplace. 
 
Distance-learning coursework 
Non-assessed coursework must be completed by all students 
and submitted to ATM for marking by post or email.  It is 
also possible to log on to a website to answer multiple 
choice style questions on the certificate syllabus.  
 
Practical Assessment  
The practical assessment involves carrying out a safety 
inspection of a workplace and preparing a written report in 
one hour under examination conditions.   
 
Examinations 
There are two 2 hour papers for the NGC, one held in the 
morning and one in the afternoon.  These papers may be 
taken together or at different sittings.  ATM hold the 
practical assessment with a revision session on the day 
before the written exams at their exam centre in Coventry.

NEBOSH International General Certificate 

 
 
The NEBOSH International General Certificate (IGC) 
provides a sound basis for evaluating risks and hazards in 
any country, in any business. The IGC covers the same 
topics as the National General Certificate but UK 
legislation has been taken out. 
 
Course Content 
The syllabus comprises 16 elements that are assessed with 
two examination papers and a practical. 
Paper 1: The Management of  Safety and Health 
Paper 2:  Controlling Workplace Hazards 
 
Distance-Learning 
Course materials consisting of notes, coursework and a text 
book are sent by courier.  Students then complete the 
coursework and return to ATM for marking by post or 
email.   
 
Examinations 
Examinations are held twice a year in September and March 
and can be taken at British Council Offices overseas or by 
special arrangement at other establishments.  The dates of 
the examinations in 2008 are given in the table.

Practical Assessment  
The practical must be carried out in a workplace under the 
supervision of a suitable supervisor.  ATM will liaise with 
the supervisor to ensure that the workplace inspection is 
carried out properly and the written report completed under 
examination conditions. The report is then sent to ATM for 
marking.  
 
In-company or group courses 
 
Group courses by distance learning with tutorial support can 
be arranged on request for either the National Certificate or 
the International Certificate.  A local examination sitting 
(minimum number 8) can be arranged at anytime of the year 
for these courses.

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NEBOSH National Diploma 

  
 
The NEBOSH National Diploma replaces the former 
Diploma Parts 1 & 2. The Diploma is designed for health 
and safety professionals who require a high degree of 
managerial and technical competence to advise on effective 
management of risk across the range of employment sectors.  
 
The NEBOSH National Diploma is at level 6 in the 
National Qualification Framework, and is accredited by 
QCA, CEA and DELLS.  The NEBOSH National Diploma 
is recognised by IOSH – the Institution of Occupational 
Safety and Health – as fulfilling the academic requirements 
for Chartered Membership (CMIOSH) conferring the 
official title of Chartered Safety and Health Practitioner. 
The International Institute of Risk and Safety Management 
(IIRSM) also accept it as meeting their requirements for full 
membership. 
 
Entry Qualifications 
There are no mandatory pre-entry qualifications required 
for the Diploma but candidates are advise to obtain a level 3 
qualification such as the NEBOSH General Certificate 
before starting a Diploma programme.  All candidates 
should have a good standard of written English. 
 
Course Content 
The syllabus comprises four core units: 
Unit A Managing health and safety 
Unit B Hazardous agents in the workplace 
Unit C Workplace and work equipment safety 
Unit D Workplace-based Assignment 
 
Units A - C are separately assessed by written examination. 
In addition Unit D is a workplace based assignment 
requiring application of learning across the syllabus.  
 
Written Examinations 
Diploma examinations are held twice a year in January and 
July.  Students normally choose to spread the examinations 
out so that they are not taking all three units in one sitting.  
Students starting in September generally take Unit A in 
January and Units B and C in July.  Students may sit papers 
up to 6 months after they have completed the course at no 
extra cost.  ATM has an examination centre in Coventry and 
by special arrangement it is usually possible to sit 
examinations at other Diploma Centres in the UK.  
Overseas students can take examinations at any local British 
Council Office. 
 
Work-place based Assignment (Unit D) 
The NEBOSH assignment is an audit of a health and safety 
management system and two risk assessments, one covering 
hazardous agents and the other workplace or work 
equipment hazards. The assignment can be submitted to 
NEBOSH in either March or September. 
 
Distance-learning materials 
Students are provided with notes, coursework and some key 
text books.  UK students are sent the course materials for 
the first unit and collect the other two units at the tutorials.  
Overseas students are sent all three units.   
 

Distance-Learning Coursework 
Non-assessed coursework must be completed by all students 
and submitted to ATM for marking by post or email by the 
submission dates. It is anticipated that students will need to 
spend about 2 hours a week on this coursework. 
 
Tutorials 
UK students must attend six one-day tutorials. These are 
currently held at Bermuda Park Innovation Centre, 
Nuneaton. There are generally three tutorial groups, one 
starting in January, one starting in April and one starting in 
September.

This qualification has been set at the same level as the 
National Diploma but with the exclusion of UK legislation.  
It is recognised by IOSH – the Institution of Occupational 
Safety and Health – as fulfilling the academic requirements 
for Chartered Membership (CMIOSH).  
ATM Safety & Environment run a distance learning course 
with E-tutorials. On the E-tutorial dates students receive an 
email to keep them informed of coursework requirements, 
course material updates and NEBOSH examination 
registration requirements.  In between these dates students 
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can contact their tutor by telephone or email and submit 
coursework for marking.  Examinations can be taken at 
British Council Offices or by special arrangement through 
other educational establishments.

The NEBOSH Specialist Diploma in Environmental 
Management aims to facilitate individuals charged with 
responsibilities for the management of environmental risk 
or aiming to develop and implement effective 
environmental management systems within their 
organisations. 
 
Entry Qualification 
NEBOSH do not stipulate entry qualifications for this 
award but candidates should have a good standard of 
written English.  
 
Distance Learning  
Course materials consist of printed notes, two textbooks, the 
NEBOSH environmental audit proforma and guide, and 
distance learning coursework.  Coursework may be 
submitted for marking by post or email.  The course is 
supported by non-compulsory tutorials, these are held in 
Coventry.  
 

Environmental Diploma Assessment 
To obtain the Specialist Diploma in Environmental 
Management candidates must pass a written examination 
and submit an environmental audit report based on the 
NEBOSH proforma of audit questions.  The audit is marked 
by ATM Safety & Environment and moderated by 
NEBOSH.  Candidates are responsible for finding their own 
site to audit.

At level 4, the National Vocational Qualification (NVQ) in 
Occupational Health and Safety Practice is for those who 
manage or contribute to the management of health and 
safety within a workplace.   Candidates must build up a 
portfolio of evidence consisting of products of work such as 
risk assessments, minutes of meetings, memos and emails. 
This evidence must demonstrate competence in each Unit of 
the award.  Although the NVQ has no entry qualifications it 
is important that candidates have sufficient health and safety 
knowledge and understanding to be a competent 
practitioner.
